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Suomi Hall event celebrating Finland's 100™ Anniversary of Independence with visiting Finnish travellers and
traditional food

On Wednesday, September 20th guests from Finland and a small number of Astoria Lodge members
enjoyed a delicious dinner at Suomi Hall. A four group of 13 Finnish foresters and two Swedish speaking Finnish
newspaper reporters got tfogether for an evening of good food and presentations on forestry practices and facts in
Finland and in Oregon. The lecture given by Valerie Grant, OSU's North Coast Extension Service Section on
Forestry, was educational and interesting. We heard from our Finnish guests about their involvement in forestry
activities in Finland. The Hall was decorated in forestry style with fir branches and pinecones and blue and white
tablecloths. Some old time forestry tools and photographs were on display. At the end of the evening, nice
giftswere exchanged.

The Steering committee, Bernie Bjork, Nettie Blair, Trudy Enke, Karen Reintzell and Leena Riker donated
all ingredients and cooked the food in the kitchen at Suomi Hall. We offered Oregon pink shrimp cocktail,
Josephson's maple smoked salmon, pickled herring, vegetable appetizers with cherry tomatoes, radishes, cucumber,
olives, broccoli and cauliflower, ham and roasted turkey with freshly made brown gravy and lingonberry jam,
scalloped potatoes, a green salad and coleslaw. The dinner was served with rieska and orange rye bread and butter.
Plenty of coffee was available. A blue & white Finland-100 Anniversary cake was offered for dessert.

We were disappointed that so few Astoria Lodge members took part in this festive event. Those who
attended truly enjoyed it, and those who did not attend missed a wonderful event and expert commentaries on
forestry practices in both Finnish and English.

A few words about the menu:

Bernie Bjork roasted a very moist and succulent 25 |b turkey in the Hall's electric oven. It was rubbed with
good quality olive oil, basted often and roasted for nearly six hours.

The ham was a spiral sliced, cooked ham, heated in a large pan on the stove with a little water added.

The scalloped potatoes were made with beautiful yellow potatoes, sliced by hand into about 1/8" thick
slices, assembled in the same manner as is done for laksloda, with salt, freshly ground black pepper, capers and
whole allspice sprinkled in between the two layers of potatoes. In the Finnish fashion the casserole was cooked in
cream (half and half) rather than evaporated milk. Enough cream was used fo just cover the potatoes pressing
them down so as not make the dish too wet. It took about two hours to bake the three large pans of potatoes in
our gas oven.

Traditional brown gravy accompanied the turkey and ham. A roux was made with butter and flour in a large
frying pan. Eight tablespoons of butter were melted and half a cup of white flour added to it and cooked, stirring,
for about 3 minutes to lightly brown the flour. Then a quart of chicken bone broth was added, and cooked for
another 6 - 7 minutes, stirring until the gravy thickened and was smooth, hot and bubbly. It was seasoned with
white and black pepper, sea salt, a splash of cognac and, just before serving, a  cup of heavy cream. Altogether,
nearly a gallon of gravy was made. Everything was delicious.

First, he reminded the Lodge Officers that nothing has been done about his charge against another member.
President Trudy Enke responded that she has researched the issue, discussed it with many members who
witnessed what happened and found that there are no firm grounds for the accusations presented by Marvin. She
hoped that the complaints could be handled quietly, since they contained too much emotional charge, and
several papers had been handed out to other members. She found no evidence for a definite insult. A
counterargument by Marvin indicated that an Executive Board meeting is to deal with the accusations. The
President will call a meeting of the Executive Board.
Second, Marvin questioned why this months meeting was held on Sunday rather than Monday, as defined in the
Lodge Rules. The secretary, Leena Riker responded to this complaint that she was responsible, after following
the schedule published for the Lodge for several years in the Grand Lodge newsletter Veljeysviesti. We have
held October meetings on Sundays for at least two years now. Faith Swanson also presented her objection to
Sunday Meetings in October. President Trudy Enke will call a meeting to discuss procedures for the future.

State of the Grand Lodge: There was further discussion on the Grand Lodge. Members present at
recent Grand Lodge meeting noted that the Grand Lodge was going to be dissolved in the near future. At this
time we do not know how things are going at the Grand Lodge. Next fall there will be a Grand Lodge
Convention in Astoria. It will take time before the State of the Grand Lodge will be determined.
