He told us about a devastating fire at the Aberdeen
History Center. Everything inside the building is gone. It contained some valuable historical documents, many
of them related to the Aberdeen Lodge of Finnish Brotherhood. Aberdeen members are going through any
remaining documents to see what can be salvaged.

Communications: The Secretary noted that the newsletter of the Hockinson Lodge was received and she
summarized the contents of it.

Committee reports:

Sunshine report: Mary Cornell is doing well. Karen Van Cleave’s brother Jack Kinnunen is doing much better,
he had cardiac bypass surgery and is now in rehab. Trudy Enke was in the hospital for several days after a
serious GI infection, she is now staying with a friend in Seaside. Peggy Olson is now at home recovering after
her heart attack. The death of two past members was announced: Melvin Maki and Emil Nyberg passed away
recently.

Audit has been done. All books are in order.

Trustees Report: Willie Nyberg gave his reported. D&O Insurance has been activated. We still have not
received any response about the Svensen Cemetery. We will be looking for people who might know who is
working there to maintain it. They usually come to mow and clean on the 3" Saturday in July. We need to set
up another work party to clean the attic. Holiday decorations and other items will need to be checked in an
attempt to reduce the amount of clutter in the attic. A committee of members should be set up. The dining room
carpet will be cleaned this month at a cost of $461.

Auxiliary minutes: Charolette Nyberg read the minutes of the July 2nd Auxiliary meeting. Prune tarts will be
offered at the FinnAm Folk Festival booth in Naselle. Workers will need to be there at 9 AM. Grand Lodge
Convention plans have been made. Auxiliary will help with the event. Members need to remember to bring
desserts for the Social Hour during their birthday months.

Scholarships: All approved applications have been sent to the Grand Lodge Scholarship Chairman.

Scandinavian Festival: There were many new booths this year. At the Sept. meeting next year’s Festival work
will begin.

The Scandinavian Park has received funds in the amount of $162,000. A grant was received from the Oregon
Cultural Trust. Fundraising is doing well. On Wednesday, August 1 at 2 PM there will be a meeting at Towler
Hall at CCC about the project. Architects will have information. Wish lists can be passed on to architects.
Elements will represent the immigrants who arrived here. The project now has enough money for the design
phase. The total budget will be just under $1 million.

Grand Lodge Convention: Plans are all in place. We now have six delegates signed up. We can have four more
based on our current membership of 202. Grand Lodge Constitution is now final and will be voted on at the
Convention. Registration is due by July 15"

RESOLUTION TO DISSOLVE THE UNITED FINNISH KALEVA BROTHERS AND SISTERS GRAND LODGE (“GRAND LODGE”)

WHEREAS the GRAND LODGE was established to unite, organize, and support participating local
chapters of the United Finnish Kaleva Brothers and Sisters (“LOCAL LODGES”); and

WHEREAS membership of LOCAL LODGES has declined to the point that operation of the GRAND LODGE has become
untenable; and

WHEREAS it is the will of the GRAND LODGE to dissolve in an organized and peaceful manner while
there are still enough participating LOCAL LODGES and officers to do so; and

WHEREAS the GRAND LODGE wishes that the LOCAL LODGES be able to continue operations
independently as each local lodge sees fit; and

WHEREAS the GRAND LODGE wishes to completely disperse its remaining funds in a manner that is
equitable among all remaining LOCAL LODGES and membership;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PRESIDENT, OFFICERS, AND DELEGATES OF THE GRAND LODGE THAT:

1. The GRAND LODGE President and Trustees are appointed to dissolve the GRAND LODGE by

executing the actions outlined in this resolution; and

2. The GRAND LODGE cease collecting income and incurring expenses except those expenses

identified in this resolution and those required for executing the actions of this resolution; and

3. The GRAND LODGE's scholarship program award the 2018 scholarships and then permanently

cease activity; and

4. The GRAND LODGE’s newspaper (Viesti) complete the August 2018, October 2018, and December 2018 issues then suspend
operations; and

5. Subscribers to the GRAND LODGE’s newspaper (Viesti) be refunded for the portions of their subscriptions that extend
beyond the final December 2018 issue; and

6. All GRAND LODGE physical property, records, and electronic files, including the website, be collected and catalogued, and
that all relevant paper documents be digitally scanned to PDF format, and the scanned files be distributed to LOCAL LODGES
via USB flash drives; and

7. Aberdeen Lodge No. 9 be appointed the custodian of all remaining GRAND LODGE physical property, and all such items be
delivered to Aberdeen Lodge No. 9 for historical preservation; and

8. Any GRAND LODGE certificates or certified deposits at TwinStar Credit Union be transferred to the GRAND LODGE’s Prime
Savings at TwinStar Credit Union prior to the maturity dates; and

9. All remaining GRAND LODGE funds, including scholarship funds and funds from other subaccounts, be totaled and then be
distributed to LOCAL LODGES that are in good standing with the GRAND LODGE, with each local lodge receiving a percentage
of remaining funds determined by dividing the local lodge’s membership (as of August 25, 2018) by the current total
membership of LOCAL LODGES under GRAND LODGE (as of August 25, 2018); and

10. The Internal Revenue Service and any other relevant government authority be notified of the GRAND LODGE’s dissolution.
11. All LOCAL LODGES be provided a final notice of dissolution from the President once all actions are complete, and that the
notice includes any relevant documentation generated during the process.

12. The actions of this resolution be executed by December 31, 2018 unless extenuating circumstances delay the process, at
which point the actions will be completed as expediently as possible thereafter.

PASSED and APPROVED by mail-in vote of the GRAND LODGE delegates on October 15, 2018.
