Grand Lodge Convention: The main discussion was on
the dissolution of the Grand Lodge. Delegates of Astoria
Lodge requested a vote on the resolution. The
proposition should have been sent to everyone in
advance. There are 30 delegates and Astoria has ten.
Astoria Lodge members decided to hold a special
meeting to discuss the process of the resolution. We
need to hear members’ opinions. During the membership
meeting several comments were made about the process
that was not transparent. No advance notice was made.
None of the text of the resolution was distributed in
advance and no discussion was held about the fate of
individual lodges after the Grand Lodge is gone.
